Respiratory Care Practice Act contains Exemption language

Missouri Revised Statutes
Title XXII
Chapter 334

Physicians and Surgeons--Therapists--Athletic Trainers--Health Care
§ 334.900 - Individuals and activities not limited by respiratory care practice act. 334.900. So long as the person 
involved does not represent or hold himself or herself out as a respiratory care practitioner as defined in 
subdivision (12) of subsection 2 of section 334.800, nothing in sections 334.800 to 334.930 is intended to limit, 
preclude or otherwise interfere with:

(1) Self-care by a patient or gratuitous care by a friend or family member;
(2) Respiratory care rendered, by any provider in the course of emergency care;
(3) Persons in the military services or working in federal facilities from performing any activities as described in 
sections 334.800 to 334.930 during the course of their assigned duties in the military service or a federal facility;
(4) Persons from engaging in cardiopulmonary research;
(5) Respiratory care rendered in the course of transporting a patient into or out of the state of Missouri;
(6) The services rendered by state-certified aides, assistants or technicians as defined in the long-term care 
facility and licensure law; or
(7) The practice of respiratory care by:
(a) A licensed health care provider performing a respiratory care procedure that is within the scope of practice 
of the licensee;
(b) A licensed health care provider performing a respiratory care procedure that is not within the scope of 
practice of the licensee, so long as the licensee has received special training deemed sufficient by the board for 
respiratory care;
(c) A health care provider who is not licensed but is certified or registered, so long as the provider has received  
special training or passed an examination approved by the board for respiratory care;
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Statutory requirements for sleep technologists can vary greatly from state to state. 
Some states require licensure for sleep technologists while other states do not address education or training 
for sleep technologists at all in their statutes. The following information outlines the statutory requirements in 
each state for sleep technologists. Basically, the practice for sleep technologists (polysomnography) falls into five 
categories.
1. States which have a Polysomnography Licensure Practice Act. 
California, Louisiana, Maryland, New Jersey, New Mexico, North Carolina, Tennessee, and Washington D.C. are 
the only  jurisdictions with a Polysomnography Practice Act, which provides sleep technologists a specific 
licensing/certification pathway.
2. States that contain exemption language for polysomnography in the Respiratory Care Act. 
Thirty states contain general exemption language in their respective Respiratory Care Acts.  General exemption 
language allows sleep technologists to work within their scope of practice while under the direction of a licensed 
physician. States that have exemption language include: 
AL, AZ, AR, CO, GA, IL, IN, IA, KS, ME, MA, MI, MN, MS, MO, NE, NH, 
NV, OH, OK, PA, SC, SD, TX, UT, VT, VA, WA, WV, WY.
3. States that specifically define polysomnographic technicians and their scope of practice in the Respiratory Care Act. 
Idaho and North Dakota specifically define polysomnographic technology and their scope of practice in the 
state’s respective Respiratory Care Acts. 
4. States that do not address the practice of polysomnography at all in the Respiratory Care Act. 
Nine states contain a Respiratory Care Act that does not address the practice of polysomnography. These states 

include: 
CT, DE, FL, KY, MT, NY, OR, RI, WI.
5. States that do not have either a Polysomnography or Respiratory Care Practice Act. 
Lastly, Hawaii and Alaska do not have language pertaining to respiratory therapy 
or to polysomnographic technology in their statutes or regulations.
